1 - Nairobi - Nairobi -

8 - Maji Moto - Nairobi - 180 km

Last day of the trip, we will return to Nairobi by the paved road that passes
through the capital Masai, Narok, to continue towards the Rift Valley,
ascending through a small port. We will enter Nairobi through the famous
colonial neighborhood of Karen where we will stop to eat at the Talisman
restaurant. Delivery of the motorcycles and transfer to the airport to take the
flight back to home. End of our services.
