Itinerario

1---
Day 1 Delhi. Arrival of the group’s various international flights in Delhi. Your
international flight must arrive and depart from Delhi. Your transfer will be
waiting for you at the airport to take you to your hotel in central Delhi.
Overnight in Delhi.

2---

Day 2 Delhi - Leh, domestic flight. Early morning departure at 8:00 to arrive
around 10:30 at our hotel in Leh, the capital of Ladakh. This flight is one of
the most impressive in India, flying over the Himalayan range with
breathtaking views over the highest mountains on Earth. A day for altitude
acclimatization, as Leh lies at 3500 m. Meeting with the group at the hotel
and introductory briefing on riding in India, an overview of the country and

- the trip program. Rest of the day free. Overnight in Leh.

3---

Day 3 Leh - Lamayuru. After breakfast, first contact with the motorcycles and
our assistance team. Departure westward through the first spectacular
landscapes on a perfectly paved road. Visit of Alchi Monastery with its
impressive Buddha statue crowning the mountain and its museum filled with
Ladakhi art relics, some over 400 years old. Lunch at the restaurant next to
the stupas of Alchi Gompa. Arrival in Lamayuru, the oldest monastery in
Ladakh. After visiting the gompa, relaxing afternoon in the hotel garden.
Overnight in Lamayuru.

4---
Day 4 Lamayuru - Padum. First day in the remote and little-visited region of
Zanskar. The scenery becomes ever more spectacular, with three passes
above 4500 m. Overnight in Padum, capital of the Zanskar Valley.

5---
Day 5 Padum - Jispa. Off-road stage of 120 km, including river crossings and
sandy sections. Probably the most demanding day of the entire trip, with the
new Shingu La pass above 5000 m. We later join the legendary Manali-Leh
highway in the village of Jispa, where we stay overnight. Night in Jispa.

Day 8 Hanle - Umling La - Hanle. Today we face the most epic challenge of
the trip: the ascent to Umling La, considered the highest motorable road in
the world at over 5,800 meters, surpassing the famous Khardung La. A day of
pure adventure, emotion, and lunar landscapes. As we climb, the sense of
isolation is total: no villages, no traffic, no noise—only the sound of the bikes
and the vastness of the Himalayas. Reaching Umling La is unforgettable, the
summit of the journey in every sense. Photos, short breath, and descent back
to Hanle. Overnight in Hanle.

9---0

Day 9 Hanle - Thiksey. After breakfast, descent toward the Indus Valley where
villages, green fields and everyday Ladakhi life reappear. Arrival in Thiksey,
whose monastery is one of the region’s most spectacular, built like a stepped
citadel on the mountainside. Several famous films were shot here, including
*Seven Years in Tibet*. Our hotel is located opposite the monastery,
reminiscent of the Potala Palace in Lhasa. Overnight in Thiksey.

10---0

Day 10 Thiksey - Leh - Delhi. Flight to Delhi. Arrival around 10:00 and transfer
to central Delhi. Rest of the day free. Optional guided tour of Delhi, full of
monuments such as the Great Mosque or the Red Fort. Also a paradise for all
kinds of shopping. Overnight in Delhi.

11---0
Day 11 International departures, transfer to the airport according to your
flight schedule. End of the trip and our services.

Si hay un poco de viento la chaqueta impermeable es
suficiente para no tener frid). En julio casi no llueve en Ladakh pero el tiempo es imprevisible. .

Prever equipo para el frio sobre todo para los dias del trozo Nubra y Leh. Una bolsa imantada para poner
sobre el tanque de gasolina es algo practico para llevar la cdmara, guantes y demas.

Condiciones de la carreta y conduccién en la India: Este viaje es uno de los mas espectaculares e
impresionantes querentes e uno pueda hacer en moto. Al mismo tiempo no es un paseo facil. La
conduccién en India es complicada al principio aungue uno se adapta rapidamente a ella. El trafico es
cadtico y con reglas totalmente diferentes a las que estamos acostumbrados. Una ventaja es que en
general hay poco tréfico en las carreteras y no se conduce rapido El estado de la carretera entre Nubra y
Leh varia cada afno y estd cerrada a la circulacién durante méas de ocho meses al afio en la que se cubre
de nieve. Se pasa de carreteras asfaltadas en buen estado a pistas de tierra, piedras y barro. Es posible
que en ciertas ocasiones tengamos que atravesar partes inundadas con la moto. Podremos encontrarnos
con tramos en que la carretera esta cortada debido a derrumbamiento de piedras y obstaculos retrasando
a veces el viaje. Este es un viaje memorable, pero que no es recomendable para un motero sin
experiencia.Se aconseja, aun siendo un experimentado conductor, hacer un curso de dos o tres dias de
perfeccionamiento. Uno puede asombrase de las cosas que aprende en este tipo de cursos 'aunque
conduzca desde hace mas de veinte afios !La India es un pais increible y lleno de de magia, pero no es un
pais facil para el que no tenga paciencia o no este acostumbrado a imprevistos y retrasos. Si decides
unirte algrupo, ten en cuenta que tendras que ser flexible con las situaciones inesperadas y posibles
retrasos debido a las especiales condiciones del pais. Como imagino que sabrés, este tipo de aventura en
moto conlleva un cierto riesgo que al venir al viaje suponemos eres consciente de ello y aceptas tener
buena disposicidén y una buena dosis de humor son esenciales para disfrutar al maximo de este viaje que
seguramente no olvidards en la vida.

La Royal Enfield BulletLa Royal Enfield se sigue fabricando en la India después deque la casa inglesa
dejara de producirlas en Inglaterra a mediados de los afios cincuenta. Las motos siguen con el mismo
disefiode hace 60 afios, con pocos cambios estético o técnicos. Es una moto robusta con un look y un
sonido insuperables. Con un motor de 500cc la Enfield te dard un placer de otra época cuando la
conduzcas por las carreteras indias.
